• For a course taken more than once, the highest grade will be transferred.  
• Students must earn a C or higher in ENG 1301 and ENG 1302, Math component; Life and Physical Science component; and 

American component.  
• Students must have a minimum 2.5 overall GPA to apply for admission to the Urban Education educator preparation program (this
